This course covers core programming basics— such as data types, control structures (selection and 
repetition), algorithm development, and functions—using the Python programming language. In 
addition, the fundamental principles of Object-Oriented Programming are discussed. Students will 
solve problems, explore the application of software development challenges, and create practical 
applications.

• Write and modify Python programs for applications in a variety of disciplines such as 
science, engineering, and health information. 

• Write the solution of a problem using the basic construct of the Python programming 
language, such as assignment, repetition, and selection. 

• Write code to input, process, and output large amounts of data to meaningful and 
useful output.
