COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed to introduce the systems design process in designing systems using project
management techniques. Emphasis is placed on systems concepts and systematic thinking. Major
topics include the basic tools and methods of traditional systems development, traditional analysis,
design, and implementation through the data flow analysis and systems development life cycle
approach, and methods for structured analysis and design.
