This course includes lectures on the nature, effects, and use of radiology in dentistry with special 
emphasis on radiation hazards and protection.

• Describe the operation of the dental radiography unit and the impact that changes in 
machine settings will have on the final radiograph. 

• Discuss mechanisms available to safeguard the patient and themselves while exposing                  
radiographs. 

• Discuss the proper procedure for exposing and processing radiographs. 

• Recognize normal anatomy on intraoral radiographs. 

• Recognize exposure and processing errors on radiographic films.
