GDT is the standard that defines clear and consistent application 
for precise interpretation of tolerances on geometric and characteristics. The standard is intended for 
the more advanced engineer, drafter, product designer, machinists, or inspector. At present, this is a 
Prerequisite in the Automotive Industry for employment in design, engineering, or manufacturing. 
Emphasis is placed upon building a solid foundation in understanding dimensioning and tolerance 
terms, as well as definitions and concepts as stated in ANSI Y 14.5 M 1982 and ASME Y 14.5 M 
1994 (two CH).
