COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The course provides fundamental information regarding the history and philosophy of fire prevention,
organization and operation of a fire prevention bureau, use of fire codes, identification and correction
of fire hazards, and the relationships of fire prevention with built in fire protection systems, fire
investigation, and fire and life safety education. It is designed to enhance the student’s knowledge of
fire prevention and its purpose within fire service organizations.
