COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed to introduce the student to the intelligence community of the U.S.
government. The student will learn the importance of information sharing between the intelligence
community and local law enforcement agencies. Topics will include: the history of intelligence,
sources of intelligence, the various steps in gathering intelligence, and how intelligence applies to
Homeland Security.
