This course includes the solution of linear, quadratic and fractional equations and inequalities, lines, 
parabolas and circles are studied. The concept of function is presented and polynomial, rational, 
inverse, exponential and logarithmic functions are studied and graphed. The use of graphing 
technology or a computer algebra system is required.
