COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
This course covers fundamental principles, theories and problems of physics, and should be taken 
by students who have not had a course in high school physics, those with an inadequate background 
for PHY 235 and by those students whose curriculum requires four credit hours of physics. (Meets 
for six hours - four hours lecture, two hours lab)

EXPECTED COMPETENCIES: 
Upon completion of the course, the student will: 
 

1. Explain the practical application of physics laws 
2. Explain how to use physics laws to predict outcomes 
3. Demonstrate how to use physics equipment 
4. Demonstrate how to work effectively in teams 
5. Demonstrate how to write a formal lab report
